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Reviving NPAK

Since its conception in 1992, NPAK (or, as it is known internationally - Armenian Centre for Con-
temporary Experimental Art, hereinafter: the Centre) has played a crucial role in the evolution
of contemporary art in Armenia and has firmly established itself as one of the main contempo-
rary art venues in the Caucasus region.

The Boghossian Foundation, with the support of JHM Foundation and the Government of the
Republic of Armenia, commissioned urbanlab to hold an open international architectural compe-
tition for the redevelopment of the Centre, as part of the executive board’s mission to revitalize
NPAK and institute new strategies for self-sustainability and greater social impact. The current
redevelopment project is a multi-stage plan for future growth, revivification and expansion. It
aims to achieve a new culture of openness and knowledge production that would be concurrent
with the current political reality of Armenia and hopes to engage the support of the Armenian
Diaspora in the development of local creative industries.

Serving as a meeting point between the art community, the youth, general public, the creative
and business sector, the revived Centre should become a facilitator between innovative artistic
thinking, mass culture and industry.

Based on a new managerial model, NPAK'’s redevelopment presents an opportunity to create
the largest temporary exhibition space in Armenia, which will simultaneously serve as one of
the key cultural, entertainment and educational hubs in Yerevan. Through a carefully calibrated
reconstruction, the Centre will more than triple its existing space, creating multiple platforms for
visitor engagement both on local and international levels. Key additions such as the in-house
café, book and art store, rental facilities and a branded art-production house will ensure that
the Centre can successfully operate as an institution that makes contemporary art not only
accessible, but also an irrevocable part of Armenia’s everyday cultural landscape. With its pro-
fessionally equipped exhibition spaces, auditoriums, residency programs and innovative public

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programs, as well as support from the Boghossian Foundation, NPAK will also become a focal
point for strengthening the cultural and intellectual dialogue between Armenia, the Armenian
Diaspora and the international community.

The purpose of the architectural competition is to find the best design proposal for
the existing building, which needs to reflect the above-mentioned aspects through
contemporary architectural language that is conscious of social and environmental
responsibility, the importance for radical technical experimentation and the need
to sustain a dialogue with the Centre’s legacy and its traditions.

History

The current structure of NPAK is located at 1/3 Buzand Street, was designed and partly built
in the 1980s as an auditorium facility for Yerevan Project Design Institute, located at the same
address. After the collapse of the Soviet Union, the T-shaped unfinished building was allocated
to NPAK — a non-profit organization founded in 1992 by Sonia and Eduard Balassanians. NPAK
began its operations at this location from 1996 and was refurbished by the Boghossian Foun-
dation in 2003. Currently NPAK has 1700 m? space, which will be tripled in the redevelopment
project in order to meet the aims introduced in this package.

Over the past twenty-five years, NPAK has served as a primary platform for presenting and
discussing contemporary art in Armenia, hosting numerous conferences, symposia, workshops,
discussions and lectures along with its exhibition program. And it continues to be one of the
key exhibition spaces in Yerevan today, utilized both by NPAK and other cultural bodies. One of
its great achievements was the introduction of structured and institutional frameworks for the
presentation of contemporary and experimental art in Armenia, which up until that point were
generally neglected by state-run establishments. This was of utmost importance when NPAK
undertook the responsibility of representing Armenia at the Venice International Art Biennale
between 1995 and 2009. Its committed approach to propagating not only cutting-edge artistic
thinking, but also cross-cultural exchange between local, international and especially diasporan
artists has had an immense impact on Armenia’s art scene.
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Mission

The organizers of the competition seek an architectural solution that would allow NPAK to
operate not only as a designated space for “specialized” art viewing and production, but also
as a place of urban, cultural interaction between various strata of Armenian society. As a
communal hub and an open territory for multi-tier artistic and cultural engagement, this must
be a destination with a distinct aura and quality of experience that would be attractive both
to locals and guests alike. In this regard, the successful architectural solution must pay equal
attention to exterior forms of the reconstruction and the attributes of internal design. Organiz-
ers seek innovative proposals that would prioritize fluid and malleable spaces and would allow
for both intimate and collective visitor experiences. As a relatively compact establishment, the
Centre must be a site where every available space and surface could potentially enable display,
engagement and communication. Specific attention should be paid to the optimization of lim-
ited outdoor areas and their role in attracting potential visitor flow from the surrounding urban
thoroughfare and open-air leisure areas.

Centrally positioned at the heart of Yerevan, next to the iconic Republic Square, the Vernissage
flea markets and the National Art Gallery building, NPAK’s redesigned structure should harmo-
niously integrate into this key cultural ensemble, while clearly stating its own identity as the
premier institution for contemporary art and progressive cultural experience.

All project proposals should integrate the following structural model of the future Centre.
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Structure

A new departmental structure will build and expand upon NPAK’s existing programming to
enable multifarious events which will appeal to a wider cross-section of the public, with a special
focus on the youth and young professionals.

Media and Visual Hub

Focuses on all manifestations of contemporary visual arts, including VR and web art. Emphasis
should be given to the continuing dialogue between traditional media such as painting and
sculpture in relation to technologically novel forms such as virtual reality, 3D printing and Al

Platform for Cinema, Theatre and Performing Arts

NPAK's track record in fostering innovative film production and presentation should be preserved
and developed further. The Centre could also serve as a production platform for emerging
film-makers, a screening venue for non-commercial cinema, as well as a key venue for show-
casing avant-garde theatre. Major events would be ticketed as an important source of revenue.

Ecosystem for Sharing

The need to elucidate the public as well as emerging talents about the latest developments in
international art practices is greater than ever. This is especially the case given the new political
reality of Armenia in which the role of the arts is left unmediated and uncertain. Thus, NPAK'’s
function as an open educational platform should be drawn to the forefront of its activities with
specially-designed courses for different age/social groups and a monthly lecture program that
would present talks from both local and international experts on various aspects of contempo-
rary art practice, urban and cultural studies, philosophy and other relevant topics.

Common Space

The redevelopment plan envisions a number of free and open public spaces that capitalize
on NPAK's position in one of the busiest spots in the centre of Yerevan, next to the Republic
Square and the Vernissage flea market. The addition of a uniquely branded caféteria with a
Winter Sculpture Garden, the only specialist art book shop and design store in the city, will
incontestably turn this into a major attraction for locals and visitors alike. Similarly, all sections
of the Centre will operate as venues for public interaction, from its large atrium, exhibition halls,
theatre, children’s corner, library, meeting rooms, co-working spaces and labs to more basic
utilities, such as public toilets and free internet zones.

Research Archive and Library

Over the years NPAK has built a collection of printed books and journals. Although small, this
collection could become the seed of the largest specialized library on contemporary art not
only in Armenia, but also the region. The library would also serve as another important front
for public engagement with the institution, a means for attracting return visits and creating an
environment for interaction and debates. In the same vein, NPAK’s archives should become the
basis of a more extensive archival research centre on Armenian contemporary art.
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Support the Industry

Following the example of many similar establishments across the world, NPAK could become a
facilitator between the producers and the consumers of local art. By fostering the production
and sale of affordable, collectable artworks, design objects and other souvenir merchandise
(from fridge magnets to clothing accessories), the Centre will considerably assist the consol-
idation of the local market for contemporary art and innovative design. A dedicated lab for
experimental design may be set-up on site where artists could be invited to engage with the
problems of function, use and waste. Successful prototypes may be manufactured in small
quantities as means of translating the artistic experiment into critical design.

Art Residency Program

In line with most contemporary art centres around the world, it is desirable that NPAK has a res-
idency program of its own. This would enable the institution to draw major talents from abroad
and facilitate the country’s exposure through the international art scene. The residency will
also contribute to the exhibition program and create opportunities for cross-cultural exchange
between local, diasporan and international artistic communities. It can also be a hands-on and
in-situ educational program component for younger generation.

Efforts to preserve the original architectural outline of the building, including key
design elements such as the main hall, large round window, etc. would be appre-
ciated. At the same time, we encourage bold and iconic interventions that would
highlight NPAK'’s revival as an example of Armenia’s new, forward-thinking cultur-
al identity.

All areas should be wheelchair accessible through elevator(s) and/or ramp(s) and egress
(fire-exit), based on Armenian Building Codes. Based on the competition package structural
study and Armenian Building Codes, the structure needs to cover 9+ seismic durability.

D. Administration, loading docks and other non-public facilities need to have limited and con-
trollable 24/7 access

E. Guest Rooms will need to have limited and supervised 24/7 access and services

ponents or solutions based on their prior experience and knowledge. Clear justifications for
any such extra additions must be provided in the written form.

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Proposal Requirements

The proposal needs to be presented in an Adobe Acrobat (PDF) format on minimum of 2 and
maximum of 3 sheets in 700 x 1000 mm dimension with 300 dpi resolution.
